2. How much do I have to pay? When and How do I pay? 
 
 Our fee structure is as follows: 
  

Administrative Fee  
Singaporean/ SPR applicants S$5.35 
International applicants 
 

S$107.00 

Attachment Fee  
Fee per week S$133.75 
(pro-rated based on actual attachment period) 

 
For example, for a 2 week attachment, it will be $107 + $133.75x2.  
However, actual amount will depend on duration of attachment. 

  
Your application is subject to approval and availability of places.  A 
confirmation letter will be sent to you and you can make payment upon 
receipt of the letter.  You are required to make payment of at least the 
administrative fee to confirm your application.  You may pay the 
attachment fees upon your arrival to Singapore.  We accept cash or 
cheque payment.

Successful applicants will be attached to ongoing sessions of the Residency 
Training Programme in the chosen specialty.  There will be no hands on, 
only observership.
